PRINCIPAL’S COLUMN  
In case you hadn’t heard, a man by the name of Tiger Woods is currently in 
Australia. He plays golf.   
I did at bit of research on Tiger and here is some of what I found: 

Tiger Woods was born Eldrick Tont Woods (remember this; it might come 
up on the Trivia Night next week!) on December 30, 1975, in Cypress,  
California, as the only child of an African-American Army officer father and 
a Thai mother. Woods is one-quarter Chinese, one-quarter Thai, one-
quarter African American, one-eighth Native American, and one-eighth 
Dutch.                                                                                                        
Woods began to play golf at the age of two. When he was three years old, 
he shot a 48 over nine holes at the Navy Golf Club in Cypress, California! 
Currently number 1 in the world, Woods earned an estimated 110 million 
dollars last year. Wow.  Tiger Woods was obviously a very gifted athlete 
and was considered a child prodigy. But he is also a person who continues 
to work extremely hard on his ‘gifts’; he is fanatical about his practice, his 
preparation and his fitness. He was given great support and                    
encouragement from his parents who recognised and nurtured his talents 
from a very early age. He received expert coaching and teaching. And, he 
loves what he does. But when asked recently what was the single most  
influential   factor contributing to his success, he said, “I had people who 
believed in me”.                                                                                                           

Having someone believe in you can be enormously empowering. I have seen many examples of children 
who have ‘blossomed’ like never before when with a teacher with whom they have connected and who  
believed in them. We often choose people as our friends because they like us (obviously) and we like them. 
Our friends are people who believe in us, but also tell us the hard truths – which are usually easier to hear 
when there is mutual respect.  There is a large body of research that says the clearest indicator of a      
successful school is that it has teachers who have very positive opinions of the students. Why would that 
be? Because kids know when they are valued and do better in a positive environment that nurtures their 
growth and potential.   A bit like Tiger Woods. 

PLANNING FOR 2010:                      Planning for 2010 is well underway. Staffing positions are still to be 
finalised, however the projected enrolment for next year is 380 students including around 62 new Preps. 
This is a strong enrolment figure which gives the school confidence to plan for both staffing arrangements 
and program development into the future.    

The school will operate with 16 class groups again next year with student numbers anticipated as follows: 
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Prep         63  Grade 1  64  Grade 2  54  Grade  3  54 

Grade 4      46  Grade 5  44  Grade 6  55 

Staff are currently considering the organisation of class groups in the weeks ahead and parents will be   
informed through the newsletter. There was discussion this week at our staff meeting on what would be the 
most effective groupings (composite/straight grades). It was decided that staff in each area of the school 
would determine the composition in accordance with the needs of students in that area. 

GRADE 1/2 SLEEPOVER:    Thank you so much to all those wonderful parents that assisted with the 
Grade 1/2 sleepover.  The support we received with cooking the bar-b-que and sleeping over was fantastic 
and greatly appreciated. 

REMEMBRANCE DAY:           Yesterday we observed Remembrance Day with a whole school assembly. 
This incorporated readings by some of our senior school students, playing of The Last Post and one minute 
silence to reflect on the sacrifice made by so many during conflicts over the past 100 years. 

It was very pleasing to note the respect and sensitivity shown by our students. I thought it was fantastic.
